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JACKIE’S ICED SHORTBREAD COOKIES

Ingredients for cookie:

8 ounces of very soft butter (2 sticks or 1/2 1b)
1/2 cup of powdered sugar

1 tsp vanilla extract

1 3/4 cups of all purpose flour

1/4 cup of cornstarch

Instructions:

-line 2 cookie sheets with parchment paper

- in medium bowl add butter, vanilla and powdered sugar. Mix with wooden spoon until fluffy and well blended.

- add flour and cornstarch stir until flour is incorporated and the dough is shaggy, press into a ball and knead a few times
until a ball forms.

- remove half of dough to a lightly floured surface and roll out to 3/8 inch thickness.

- cut out with cookie cutters and keep rolling leftover pieces with remaining dough and cut out until no dough remains.

- place cookies on cookie sheets and place in freezer for 10 minutes. (This will allow the cookies to keep their shape and
not spread).

- place in preheated 350 degree oven and bake for 12 to 16 minutes or just until bottom edges start to golden. DO NOT
OVERBAKE! If your oven does not heat evenly, rotate pans halfway through baking time. Let cool before icing.

The trick to shortbread is to let oven come back up to temperature between pans, and make sure dough has been chilled.

Icing:

2 cups of powdered sugar

4 to 5 tablespoons of lemon juice ( fresh or bottled)
a few drops of lemon flavouring

colouring if desired

- hold cookie upside down press into icing. Lift and rotate to allow excess to drip off. Turn right-side up and let dry over-
night if you are going to stack them. Store in a box or open container with paper towel or tea towel on top. Cookies freeze
well in Ziplock bags but icing will get wrinkly.

¢ melt 1/2 cup butter with 4 regular size Mars bars
¢ stir constantly over low heat until creamy.
